HOUSING

VinUni Dorm is located inside the campus. We offer fully
furnished accommodation (no kitchen) and students can
share a room. Also, there are many services for residents,
including Canteen (at own costs), Laundry Service,
Vending Machines, Mini convenience store, Cafeteria, and
so on.

Exchange students can always rent rooms outside of
campus in walking distance in Vinhomes Apartment
Building.

Health insurance fee for international student is a
compulsory surcharge which is paid by the students to
cover the appropriate health insurance package during
their study period at VinUniversity. Students can
choose to either buy this insurance at VinUni or in their
home university which can be applied internationally to
Vietnam.

On average, health insurance fee for international
students is about from 2,720,000.00 VND/6
months/student (equivalent US$114). Fee may vary from
year to year depending on the policy of the insurance
providers.

For a short term study/exchange study period in
Vietnam, incoming exchange students might need
student exchange visa, VinUni will provide inbound
exchange students with necessary supporting
documents for them to apply for the visa.

Imperial Citadel of Thang Long
(Hanoi Citadel):

The Thang Long Imperial Citadel was built in the 1th
century by the Ly Viet Dynasty, marking the
independence of the Dai Viet. It was constructed on the
remains of a Chinese fortress dating from the 7th century,
on drained land reclaimed from the Red River Delta in
Hanoi. It was the centre of regional political power for
almost 13 centuries without interruption.

In the
past, this land was a village specializing in making all kinds of
casserole, portable earthen stove,.... so this place is called Hoa Lo
village (Hoa Lo means “ fire earthen stove” in Vietnamese). When
the French occupied Hanoi, this was moved to another place to
get land to build courts and prisons. Because this prison was
landed on Hoa Lo village, people called this place “Hoa Lo
Prison”.

Visit Duong Lam Ancient Village

Overview

Situated near the southern margin of the Red River Delta, the
Trang An Landscape Complex is a spectacular landscape of
limestone karst peaks permeated with valleys, many of them
partly submerged and surrounded by steep, almost vertical cliffs.
Exploration of caves at different altitudes has revealed
archaeological traces of human activity over a continuous period
of more than 30,000 years. They illustrate the occupation of
these mountains by seasonal hunter-gatherers and how they
adapted to major climatic and environmental changes,
especially the repeated inundation of the landscape by the sea
after the last ice age. The story of human occupation continues
through the Neolithic and Bronze Ages to the historical era. Hoa
Lu, the ancient capital of Viet Nam, was strategically established
here in the 10th and 11th centuries AD. The property also contains
temples, pagodas, paddy-fields and small villages.

Halong Bay is a stunning natural wonder
located in northern Vietnam. It's famous for its
emerald waters, thousands of towering
limestone islands, and traditional floating
villages. Visitors can enjoy scenic boat rides,
explore caves, and relax on beautiful beaches.
Halong Bay is a UNESCO World Heritage Site
and a must-see destination for travelers to
Vietnam.
