The UN SDGs provide a comprehensive framework for building a sustainable future,
addressing inequality, climate action, quality education, responsible innovation, and
thriving communities worldwide.

This report demonstrates VinUniversity's contributions across 17 SDGs during Academic
Year 2024-2025 (July 2024–June 2025), capturing our progress in research, curriculum
innovation, campus operations, and community partnerships that drive meaningful
impact on global challenges while serving local needs.

Sustainability Curriculum Framework
As an AASHE member, VinUniversity follows the Sustainability Tracking, Assessment &
Rating System (STARS) to categorize sustainability-related courses:

A sustainability-focused course is a course with primary and explicit focus on the
integrated concept of sustainability and/or the interdependence of ecological and
social/cultural/economic systems.
A sustainability-inclusive course is a course that primarily focus on something other
than sustainability, but clearly incorporates sustainability content or addresses one or
more sustainability challenges. Often includes a unit or module on sustainability,
includes one or more sustainability-focused readings or activities, or integrates
sustainability challenges throughout the course.

Our research on SDG 1 focuses on addressing the vulnerabilities that drive poverty, including health
challenges, food insecurity, and barriers to social inclusion. By studying the experiences of disadvantaged
and migrant communities, these projects provide evidence to inform more equitable and resilient pathways
out of poverty.

EDUCATION

Our merit-based scholarships recognize excellence, offering awards from 50% to full-ride coverage including
living expenses. Stackable programs provide additional support for underrepresented groups, ensuring
every talented student can thrive.

Our need-based financial aid, providing support from 5% to 65% based on family circumstances. Beyond
tuition, we cover living expenses, healthcare, and unexpected family crises, removing financial anxiety so
students can focus on learning and growth. Through these programs, VinUni doesn't just educate, we invest
in breaking the cycle of poverty and building futures filled with possibility.

     Breaking Financial Barriers for an Inclusive Learning Environment 
Through a combination of tuition subsidies, merit-based scholarships, stackable awards, donor-funded
grants, and need-based financial aid, VinUniversity ensures financial hardship does not stand in the way of
academic potential. On average, since 2023, VinUni has awarded 30.5 million USD in scholarships and
financial aid to students annually.

From 2025 to 2030, all students enrolling at VinUniversity will be granted a 35% tuition subsidy from
Vingroup, the Founder of VinUniversity, which applies for the full duration of their studies.

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    Building Skills, Building Futures: Work-Study Program
Our Work-Study Program offers a practical solution to financial need while preparing students for career
success. From their first year, students earn approximately 196 USD monthly working 15 hours weekly across
diverse university departments, from research to sustainability, marketing, library offices. 

This program bridges the gap between classroom learning and professional reality. Students develop field-
specific expertise, discover their strengths through hands-on experience, and build essential skills including
research support, administration, problem-solving, and time management.

Through compulsory training and real workplace responsibilities, they gain both financial independence and
the confidence that comes from meaningful contribution.

In the academic year 2024-2025, 153 students participated in the program, with 101,523 USD disbursed to
support their work and development. For VinUniversity, it's a strategic investment that addresses staffing
needs while nurturing student potential, creating a vibrant community where learning and working
seamlessly support one another, building both financial resilience and professional readiness for future
careers.

     Students Supporting Remote Communities
The VinUni Golf Club’s “VinUni – Sharing Love” initiative reflects the university’s commitment to supporting
vulnerable communities by raising over 1,596 USD to support 29 families in Suoi Han village, Son La province
- one of Vietnam's most underserved regions.

     Eliminating Hunger in Our University
VinUniversity recognizes that hunger is a barrier to learning and wellbeing. Since the 2023-2024 academic
year, EZMeal program has provided meal vouchers and emergency food aid to students facing financial
hardship, delivering around 970 subsidized meals in 2024-2025 alone. By ensuring access to daily nutrition,
we remove the anxiety of food insecurity so our students can focus on their studies.

Our commitment extends to staff as well, with monthly meal allowances and support for pantry essentials
including tea, snacks, and beverages. These interventions create a campus community where no one goes
hungry, recognizing that proper nutrition is fundamental to both learning and working effectively. When
basic needs are met, potential flourishes.

     Sustainable Plates, Healthy Campus: Conscious Food Choices
VinUniversity promotes sustainable eating through thoughtful food partnerships and purchasing practices.
Our campus vendors, including Foodology and Fresh Garden, offer diverse vegetarian, vegan, and plant-
based options alongside affordable, nutritious meals that prioritize student health and accessibility.

Sustainability guides our procurement, we prioritize locally-sourced, seasonal ingredients from sustainable
suppliers, reducing environmental impact while supporting Vietnamese farmers. Free water refill stations
encourage reusable habits, and vendors occasionally provide complimentary fresh fruit. Through staff
training and conscious choices, we're building a campus culture where every meal contributes to both
personal health and planetary wellbeing.

This work contributes to ongoing
efforts to better understand health challenges and explore approaches that may support improved health
outcomes.

VinUniversity scientists Prof. David R. Bangsberg, Prof. Pranee Liamputtong, Prof. Nguyễn Thanh Liêm,
Prof. Dimitri Poddighe, Prof. Maurizio Trevisan, and Prof. Nitesh Vinay Chawla are recognized among the
world’s most influential scientists for their impactful research in public health, medicine, immunology,
epidemiology, and medical informatics, advancing global health and well-being.

     Pioneering Health Innovation Through Technology
VinUni-Illinois Smart Health Center (VISHC) develops cutting-edge healthcare solutions that transform
disease prevention, diagnosis, and patient care. With 684,170 USD secured from Google, VinUniversity, VinIF,
and AWS, VISHC translates research into real-world health improvements, making quality healthcare more
accessible and effective.

In October 2024, VinUniversity and Vinmec Times City Hospital successfully performed Vietnam's first 3D-
printed titanium chest reconstruction surgery, marking a breakthrough in personalized medical care.

     Advancing Healthcare Through Partnership
VinUniversity advances healthcare excellence through strategic hospital partnerships. In September 2024,
VinUni signed an MOU with 108 Military Central Hospital for clinical training and research collaboration.
November 2024 marked Vingroup and Bach Mai Hospital's comprehensive strategic cooperation
agreement on healthcare green transformation. Through these partnerships encompassing training,
faculty exchanges, research, and conferences, VinUni trains future healthcare leaders championing clinical
excellence and environmental sustainability by integrating green hospital practices into medical education.

Additionally, Dr. Truong Nguyen Xuan Quynh from our College of Health Sciences was honored in the global
"40 Under 40 in Cancer" list for 2025.

     Building Vietnam's Healthcare Workforce
VinUniversity strengthens Vietnam's health sector through dedicated training programs. In 2024-2025, 13
students graduated from health degrees (9% of total graduates), with numbers expected to grow as the
university trains skilled professionals in modern medical practice and research for Vietnam's future
healthcare needs.

     Farm2Vet: Combating Antimicrobial Resistance Through Digital Innovation
VinUniversity's Farm2Vet platform won Trinity Challenge 2024's £1 million Grand Prize, addressing
antimicrobial resistance - a top 10 global health threat. This digital veterinary platform provides farmers
instant, affordable access to disease diagnosis and treatment consultation, promoting responsible antibiotic
use while generating data for policy design and connecting safe farms with consumers.

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     Annual Check-Ups for a Stronger VinUni
VinUniversity provides comprehensive annual health screenings for all full-time faculty, staff, and students,
enabling early detection and proactive healthcare management. Employee check-ups are part of VinUni's
Total Reward Policies to promote workforce well-being, while student assessments comply with Ministry of
Health regulations, ensuring community wellness throughout the academic year.

     Promoting Mental Health and Holistic Well-Being
VinUniversity promotes holistic health for students, faculty, and staff through integrated policies, preventive
programs, and dedicated services. The University provides clear guidance on fitness to study, emergency
response, and accommodation, alongside monthly psychoeducation workshops and outreach activities.
VinUni employs a full-time professional counselor to deliver confidential one-on-one counselling,
supported by peer networks and annual mental health screenings to identify at-risk individuals early.

Throughout 2024-2025, VinUniversity hosted comprehensive wellbeing workshops addressing mental health
and student wellness, including Exam Care, Embracing the Female Cycle, Mental Health Screening Survey,
Mental Health First Aid, Mental Care 101, VinUni Pride 2025, and Exam Care, creating a supportive campus
culture prioritizing student health.

OPERATIONS

VinUni First Aid and CPR Program, run by VinUniversity Medical Simulation Center  delivered 153 first aid
and CPR classes to 5,618 participants in AY2024-2025, including students, faculty, staff, and external
partners. This training empowers the community with life-saving emergency response skills, promoting a
safer, more resilient campus and broader society.

* VinUniversity maintains a comprehensive smoke-free policy across all campus grounds for faculty, staff, students, and visitors, protecting community health and preserving air quality.

VinUni's annual Green Sports Day promotes active lifestyles and sustainability through sports (pickleball,
frisbee, chess) and activities. This event connects physical fitness, mental wellbeing, and environmental
consciousness while fostering civic engagement among students, faculty, staff, and partners.

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     Empowering Communities Through Health Education
VinUniversity's College of Health Sciences partnered with Vinmec
Ocean Park Clinic to launch a community health education series,
bringing medical knowledge directly to Vinhomes Ocean Park residents.
Led by VinUni doctors, residents, and students, the program addresses
common health conditions like osteoporosis and rickets through
accessible presentations and practical guidance.

The program equipped families with knowledge to recognize warning
signs and adopt preventive habits, building trust between healthcare
providers and communities. By making medical expertise accessible,
VinUni is fostering healthier, informed communities and reducing
disease burden at its roots.

     Christmas Cheers Bringing Hope to Children
In December 2024, VinHEALS and VinUniversity representatives brought
Christmas joy to children battling serious illnesses at the National Institute
of Hematology and Blood Transfusion (NIHBT) and Hanoi Children's
Hospital. The children gathered for magic shows, games, and warm
celebrations that filled hospital halls with laughter. VinUni students and
faculty delivered 50 gifts to children facing blood disorders and cancer,
directly supporting to reduce premature mortality from non-
communicable diseases. This initiative demonstrates how compassionate
civic engagement eases the burden of illness, providing resilience and
hope where it's needed most.

CIVIC ENGAGEMENT
     Sharing Facilities for Community Wellness
VinUniversity opens its sports facilities to the broader community
through both free and fee-based access programs. In 2024, the campus
hosted diverse events, such as Gia Lam District Police training,
Techcombank's anniversary football tournament, and local business
association competitions, serving as a community wellness hub that
promotes active, healthy lifestyles beyond our campus.

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Our research on SDG 4 focuses on advancing inclusive, high-quality education with a strong emphasis on
innovation in teaching and learning. Projects explore novel approaches in medical and health professions
education, including AI integration, simulation, microlearning, and reflective practice, alongside studies on
teacher training, curriculum design, and learning environments. Broader work also examines responsible
tourism, social inclusion, and psychological safety, contributing to more equitable and effective education
systems.

We provide interdisciplinary units to support inclusive, sustainable and equitable education. We
incorporate interdisciplinary sustainability studies into the curriculum from courses to experiential learning.
All undergraduates participate in at least 10 sustainability-related (sustainability-focused and
sustainability-inclusive) courses. These courses develop students' awareness of social and environmental
responsibilities while building skills for sustainable development, preparing graduates to address complex
global challenges. Our students graduate not just as professionals, but as responsible global citizens
committed to building a more equitable and sustainable world.

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     Building Sustainability Literacy Through Community Partnership
In celebration of World Environment Day (June 6, 2025), VinUni Sustainability Committee partnered with
Ecoquity - VinUni Sustainability Club and Live&Learn to host the "Re-Thinking Waste” workshop. 41
VinUnians explored the waste journey, questioned whether recycling alone can address environmental
crises, and discovered pathways toward sustainable consumption habits.

Led by Ms. Do Van Nguyet, Director of Live&Learn, the workshop challenged participants to rethink waste
systems rather than seek quick fixes. This initiative reflects VinUni's commitment to equip students with
critical thinking skills and environmental awareness essential for sustainable development.

     ClinicalKey Physician: Advancing Medical Education Through Digital Access
VinUniversity's Digital Library provides over 370,000 premium medical resources, including ClinicalKey
Physician, supporting College of Health Sciences students and medical residents in learning, research, and
clinical practice. This advanced platform enables learners to review surgical procedures step-by-step, access
medical algorithms for complex diagnoses, and retrieve evidence-based guidelines instantly whether on
mobile devices at hospitals or computers in study spaces.

By ensuring seamless access to global medical advances, VinUni modernizes medical education and
promotes lifelong learning culture essential for professional excellence. This investment in digital
infrastructure supports quality education while fostering continuous professional development, equipping
future physicians with tools to deliver optimal patient care grounded in the latest medical knowledge.

     Mentoring Future Entrepreneurs Beyond Campus
Our senior lecturer Marc Kramer received the Silver Award for Most Innovative Mentor at the Asia Pacific
Stevie Awards 2025 for his work designing entrepreneurship courses for high schoolers, mentoring business
competition teams, and guiding young entrepreneurs. Marc exemplifies how VinUni nurtures the next
generation of changemakers through quality entrepreneurship education beyond campus.

     People of Khanh Hoa Speak English
VinUni's English for Khanh Hoa people project
reached over 30,000 participants across Khanh
Hoa province through 222 English clubs, the EZ
English app, and specialized courses for police,
taxi drivers, and hospitality staff. This initiative
directly equips youth and adults with relevant
skills for employment and entrepreneurship,
positioning Khanh Hoa as a globally connected
destination while fostering sustainable
economic development.

     Leading the Way: Inspiring
Entrepreneurship in Education
VinUniversity's Center for Academic Excellence
hosted over 50 teachers from 10 Hanoi schools
in the Talented Educator Network (TEN) for a
two-day training on "Entrepreneurship and
Innovation in Education" in April, 2025. Led by
experts including Marc Kramer and Daniel
Ruelle, the program equipped educators with
entrepreneurial mindsets and innovative
teaching methods, empowering them to
nurture creative thinking and entrepreneurial
spirit in their students.

     Entrepreneurship Education for Community Innovation
Entrepreneurship Lab (E-Lab) extends startup education beyond VinUni through three programs:
VentureX Incubator (12-week validation with 2,000 USD grants), Global EntrePrep Accelerator (3-month
pre-accelerator accessing 2M+ USD funding pool), and Future Founders Bootcamp (international summer
camp for ages 14-18). These initiatives democratize entrepreneurship education, supporting external
students, early-stage founders, and high schoolers with mentorship, market exposure, and investment
readiness training.

     Ensuring Gender Equality in Access and Success
VinUniversity systematically tracks gender-disaggregated data throughout students' academic journeys
using the Student Information System (SIS - Anthology) for graduation monitoring and Salesforce for
application tracking. Currently maintaining a 1:1 male-to-female ratio in both enrollment and graduation,
VinUni demonstrates no gender gap in educational outcomes. The university closely monitors female
applicants to technology programs through Salesforce, connecting eligible candidates with targeted
scholarship opportunities to ensure equal access to all fields of study.

Our Women in Tech Scholarship provides 5% tuition support for female students in technology and
science fields, encouraging gender balance in these critical sectors and empowering future women leaders
in STEM innovation and industry.
